Redwood is a non-profit organization with a state-of-the-art facility providing educational, therapeutic and vocational services to children and adults with disabilities.  Founded in 1953 as a preschool for children with disabilities, today Redwood serves over 750 individuals through 24 comprehensive programs in five areas:  child development, technology solutions, workforce success, adult independence and integrated therapy.

Redwood is home to the only Assistive Technology Resource Center in Northern Kentucky, and one of only four in the state part of the Kentucky Assistive Technology Service.  The center has assistive technology available for loan.  

Redwood is an Agency Partner of United Way of Greater Cincinnati.
