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redwood graduates first computer learning center students


FT. MITCHELL, KY—Redwood’s Computer Learning Center (CLC) is a unique, educational program that empowers adults with disabilities to meet educational, vocational and life skill competence through computer learning experiences. Students receive computer skills training to meet their occupational and vocational goals. In conjunction with Redwood's employment services program, adults learn skills that will help them to achieve independence in community job placements. The students’ coursework includes keyboarding/data entry, computer basics, Microsoft Office, career and professional development and more. This model program, being piloted in partnership with Northern Kentucky University and with funding through the Spaulding Foundation, utilizes computer and assistive technology, and adapted teaching methods, to teach job skills needed by area employers. A current CLC student, Scott Napier said, “What I’ve learned from the CLC are the skills that it takes to get out in the working world and get a job.”
The Computer Learning Center will hold its first graduation ceremony with five adult clients on Thursday, July 31 at Redwood.
